1) Haitian students and scholars, and TPS:

USCIS has created a blog page, and the first entries relate to TPS for Haitians.  They are encoraging everyone to

spread the word so they can hear back from constituents.The web address is:   http://www.uscis.gov/blog/

SEVP has also sent out an update an info sheet relating to Haitian students and scholars.

2) Their is a "glitch" with the new electronic filing of prevailing wages from iCert.  You must first add the capability of processing PW's on icert, to each associate account.  When you update the account, the zip code field is saved as a four digit code if the first number is a zero. You must manually change the zip code fields on each tab, and then save them.

Likewise, on the PW form and the LCA form, the five digit zip codes in the address fields are saved as four digit numbers if the first number is a zero.  You must go in and manually change each zip code field, and then save each tab.

We are awaiting updates on when this will be fixed.

3) Remember to save the date: the Region XI Spring Immigration Workshop is set for Wednesday, March 10th, at the University of Connecticut.  Registration will be available online by early February.  Both SEVP and the Vermont Service Center will  be presenting information and Q & A sessions, so please plan to attend!
