At the Spring Immigration Wrokshop we heard information about a possible extension of the allowed period of OPT from 12 months to 29 months, for students in the "STEM" fields (science, technology, engineering or math), who were employed by employers who had signed up for the voluntary E-Verify program.  We are waiting to get more official information on this possibility, but in the meantime, for more information on E-Verify, and how this restriction might students ability to see the additional 17 months of OPT,
