There are two main changes:

1)

The eligibility codes used in Question #16 for F-1 students applying for optional practical training (OPT) have changed, as follows:

The eligibility code (c)(3)(i) will no longer be used and has been replaced with the following three codes: (c)(3)(A) for pre-completion OPT,

(c)(3)(B) for post-completion OPT,

and (c)(3)(C) for a 17-month extension for an F-1 student who has received a degree in Science, Technology, Engineering, or Mathematics (STEM), that appears on the STEM designated Degree Program List published on the SEVP website available through the Related Links on this page.

In addition, a STEM student requesting 17-month extension of currently authorized optional practical training, must also submit a copy of the degree reflecting the conferred degree as well as the major field of study. In addition, the employer with whom the student is seeking the 17-month OPT extension must be registered in E-Verify. Accordingly, the student must list the employer's E-Verify Company Identification Number or a valid E-Verify Client Company Identification Number in (the newly added) Item 17 of the Form I-765.
